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Klife Protocol
    

This is an Elixir implementation of the Kafka protocol. It enables communication with Kafka brokers using standard Elixir data structures without the need for manual serialization.
The implementation is specifically designed to handle only the wire protocol. Therefore, it should be used inside a full Kafka client rather than being directly integrated into application code.
Supported messages
One of the main features of this library is its ability to generate Elixir code using Kafka message definitions. This ensures that all currently available and future messages (excluding the ones mentioned below) should be easily supported in all versions by the implementation.
This implementation of the Kafka protocol supports all currently available messages and versions, except for Fetch versions below 4. This is due to a change in record batch serialization in newer versions (>=4) of this message. As a result, the library is NOT compatible with Kafka versions prior 0.11.
Basic example
This is an example of usage that creates a connection with a broker, send the API version message and handle the response.

Messages API
Each message has it's own set of fields, as described in the Kafka official documentation. On this library, each message has it's own module within KlifeProtocol.Messages namespace. In the previous example we used KlifeProtocol.Messages.ApiVersions which stands for the API version message.
Each message contains 2 main functions:
	serialize_request/2: Receives a map and serialize it to kafka wire format of the given version.
	deserialize_response/3: Receive a binary in the kafka wire format and deserialize it into a map.

You can find the available fields directly on the Kafka documentation or inside the message module documentation which contains all the possible fields, along with extra comments describing each one of them. All fields can be provided (for serialization) or returned (for deseriaization) inside the content map attribute.
Serialize Request
It expects a map containing 2 attributes headers and content that are also maps. The required fields of each map depends on the version being handled and can be found on the documentation.
It returns the binary in the kafka's wire format.
For instance the Messages.ApiVersions.serialize_request/2 has the following documentation:

Deserialize Response
It expects the binary, version and a boolean indicating if the given binary contains the header or not (defaults to true, meaning that the header data is expected to be present).
It returns a tuple {:ok, map} and the map always have the content attribute and may have the headers attribute depending on the with_header? boolean of the input.
The possible content fields are describe the same way of the serialization process.

Headerless deserialization
If for some reason you need to take a peek at the message header before fully deserialize it you can use the KlifeProtocol.Header.deserialize_response/2 function.
It expects a binary and version, returning the header map and the remaning binary. But notice that the header version is different from the message version.

SASL
SASL is handled by the KlifeProtocol.Socket module and client libraries can use it in 2 ways:
	Passing SASL options to connect/3 function when creationg a new socket

Compression and Record Batch Attributes
Currently supports two compression methods: snappy using sanppyer library and gzip using erlang zlib library.
To configure the compression strategy, along with other important data such as timestampType and isTransactional, you can utilize the Kafka record batch's attributes byte.
Klife protocol provides an interface to simplify the creation of this attributes using the encode_attributes/1 and decode_attributes/1 functions of the RecordBatch module. Here's an example:

With these functions, a client can easily generate and decode attributes for each record batch it handles.
Performance
This section provides performance benchmarks for the main use cases of produce serialization and fetch deserialization, conducted using the benchee tool. The benchmarks measure only the serialization work, as the Kafka cluster is running solely to retrieve data samples for benchmarking purposes. Note that network latency is not included in the measurements, only serialization/deserialization performance.
The benchmarks were conducted on a personal computer with the following specifications, using only a single core. The operations were performed on messages containing a single record batch with 1, 10, 50 and 100 records to/from a single partition without compression.

Erlang: 26.1

Project Overview
The project is composed by 5 main components:
	Module generator: This component performs a variety of tasks to convert Kafka's message definitions into message modules.

	Message Modules: These modules serve as the primary interface for clients using this library. They enable the serialization and deserialization of specific messages in the Kafka protocol.

	Serializer: This module is responsible for transforming Elixir maps into appropriate binaries using the schemas defined by the message modules. These binaries can then be sent across the wire to Kafka brokers.

	Deserializer: This module handles the conversion of binaries received from Kafka brokers into Elixir maps. It utilizes the schemas defined by the message modules.

	Socket: Simple wrapper of :gen_tcp and :ssl connect/3 function that set socket opts that are needed to proper communicate with kafka broker packet: 4 and binary. It is intended to be used only for the socket initialization, all other operations must be done using :gen_tcp or :ssl directly.
